Should any disposition,
cause or part of this contract be contested for any reason before a Court of Law and declared
unconstitutional or null, such determination will not affect, undermine, or invalidate the remaining
dispositions or clauses of this contract, rather, in its effect will limit only to the disposition declared
unconstitutional or null. Both parties accept that the San Juan Superior Court (Court of First Instance)
will be the court with pertinent jurisdiction to elucidate any judicial action originating from this contract.

Drug Free Workplace Act : The Contractor certifies that it will maintain a drug free working
environment. It also certifies the publication and distribution of material related to the prohibition of
controlled substances and the penalties that these are subject to, and that prevention and detection of
drug programs have been established. The Contractor will inform PRNG in case of a conviction for
drugs in the workplace area and the disciplinary actions that will be taken against any employee
convicted for criminal offenses related to the use and abuse of controlled substances according to the
“Drug Free Workplace Act of 1988”.
